COACHES IN SATTAHIP (THA)

Thailand has made excellent strides in UIPM Sports development in recent years and 24 coaches 
from the country recently gained their first qualification.

The introductory Coaches Certification Programme (CCP) course in Sattahip (THA) closely 
followed Thailand’s latest appearance in the UIPM Biathle-Triathle World Championships in 
Machico (POR), where they featured on the medal table.

In August, athletes from the country took part in New Pentathlon Discipline Test Event II in Manila 
(PHI), and the leading Thai pentathletes are in preparation for the 2023 Asian Games in Hangzhou 
(CHN).
