The Executive Board of the Union International de Pentathlon Moderne (UIPM) got together
today for 2-days of talks in Limassol, on the south coast of Cyprus, as a precursor to the
2013 Congress which begins on Friday. Hosted by the Cyprus Modern Pentathlon Biathlon
Federation at the Mediterranean hotel under the guidance of their President and secretary
General of the National Olympic Committee General Charalambos Lottas and the team at
Top Kinisis, the event is set to welcome delegates from over 40 nations.
