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TREE PLANTATION IN KYRGYZSTAN

A tree was planted in Cholpon-Ata, Kyrgyzstan on October 21, 2016 in recognition of the first visit 
of UIPM President Dr Klaus Schormann and in memory of Modern Pentathlon's founder Baron 
Pierre de Coubertin.
