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Accommodation     

● We inform that in order to provide athletes the best conditions for their 
stay and to ensure swift run of the competition the accommodation will 
be held within WOSiR facilities in Drzonków.   

● Please note that the Technical Meeting, Accreditation Office and LOC 
Office and etc. will be located in the WOSiR Drzonków.  

● Rooms are reserved on a first come first served basis so if one 
category becomes full, it will no longer be possible to choose this 
option. 

 
Transport   

LOC guarantees transportation from the national airport Zielona Góra – 
Babimost and Railway Station in Zielona Góra to the official hotels and 
the return journey.  
In special cases it is possible to transport the Delegation from the 
Berlin/Poznań/Wrocław airport on other days, after prior notification and 
agreement of the financial conditions with the Organizer (LOC). The 
LOC will also provide transport from the airport.

For  delegations  (athletes,  coaches,  officials,  supporters)  reserving  
the conditions accommodation package, the prices are as follows:

● The amount of the Accreditation fee is set at EUR 75 per day per 
person,  a minimum payment of 4 days. For this, we will provide 
lunch packets for the competition days and allow access to official 
transportation between the competition hotel and competition sites.  

● The check out hour is 11.00 am. If the delegates will stay more time 
must pay additionally for accommodation and/or meals.

● The total amount due to accommodation has to be paid in cash at the 
accreditation desk on arrival, where it will be given an Invoice of the 
total cost of stay for Your Delegation

● At the same time as submitting the Final Entry Forms all NFs must 
send to the LOC by electronic bank transfer or other means, 30% of 
the total amount of their accommodation invoice, otherwise their 
reservation will not be guaranteed.  

● If on arrival for the competition, the team has fewer athletes and/or 
officials than listed on their Final Entry Form and without informing the 
LOC at least 7 days prior to their arrival, the NF will pay a fine to the 
Organising Nation/LOC of 200 Euros for each person not attending 

COVID-19 Information 

Taking care of safety, the competition will be conducted in accordance 
with all sanitary recommendations and in accordance with applicable 
regulations in a safe distance between participants 

Athletes   
Athletes are only allowed to participate in UIPM sanctioned events if 
they are in License - possession of a valid Athletes License. If an 
athlete does not have a license they will not be allowed to take part 
in the competition. 

 
Insurance - According to UIPM Rules all members of attending 
delegations should insure themselves in case of accidental injury or 
illness. The organizer will not accept any responsibility financial or other, 
for any loss, injury or illness of any member of the delegation. 

Visas and vaccination
