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70th UIPM Congress 

Attended by 80 nations, Congress voted to approve a range of motions designed to strengthen 

the governance of the UIPM sporting movement. 

The two-day conference in Limassol (CYP) also featured a presentation by Bram Schellekens, 

Summer Sport Manager of the International Olympic Committee Sports Department, and a 

special gala awards dinner held in celebration of the 70th anniversary of UIPM. 

Congress delegates approved the nomination of Angela Ives (CAN), Richard Gomez (PHI) 

and Dr Gyula Bretz (HUN) as the first members of the UIPM Electoral Committee. 

They passed various other motions proposed by the UIPM Executive Board, relating to:  

• Statutes  

• Election Rules 

• Rules on Internal Organization 

• Code of Ethics  

• Betting and Anti-Corruption Rules  

• Honorary Auditors 

After an in-depth debate about a motion proposing changes to Biathle/Triathle rules, it was 

announced that an observational working group would be set up to review the rules of all non-

Olympic sports before the 71st UIPM Congress in 2020. 

Congress also rubber-stamped the membership of four new National Federations – Jamaica, 

Malawi, Paraguay and Uganda.
